Dearly Beloved,

Loving greetings with Jeremiah 32:17, “Ah Lord God! Behold, thou hast made the heaven and the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and there is nothing too hard for thee.” 
FAITH IN GOD WHEN A NATION COMES UNDER GOD’S JUDGMENT:   Jeremiah spoke those powerful, encouraging words at a time when Jerusalem was under siege from the Chaldean army. People were starving to death. There was no bread in the city, water was precious, and Jeremiah was in prison for prophesying God’s word of judgment upon the nation because of their sin.

God was angry with His people! Even the intercessors were forbidden by God to pray that God would be merciful, for God had sternly spoken to Jeremiah, “Therefore pray not thou for this people, neither lift up a cry or prayer for them: for I will not hear them in the time that they cry unto me for their trouble” (Jeremiah 11:4). There comes a time of “no return.” And no amount of praying and begging for Divine Intervention is of any use. How sad!

It happened in the life of Saul. The first time he disobeyed God’s command, God forgave him, through Samuel’s intercession. But, after he disobeyed the Lord’s command, by sparing God’s enemy, he “crossed the dead line”, as they used to say in the old days. The prophet Samuel, who had anointed him to be king of Israel, was broken-hearted, he wept all night (1 Samuel 15:11). Then God spoke to him, and said, “How long wilt thou mourn for Saul, seeing I have rejected him from reigning over Israel? Fill thine horn with oil, and go, I will send thee to Jesse the Bethlehemite: for I have provided me a king among his sons” (1 Samuel 16:1). Nevertheless, Samuel did not stop loving Saul. He mourned for him for a long time. I don’t think you can ever stop grieving when you see an anointed man or woman of God, backslide, or miss the will of God for their lives—especially when God has used you to anoint that one for ministry, like He used Samuel (1 Samuel 10:1). Not only are you grieved; even God said, “It repenteth me [I am sorry] that I have set up Saul to be king.” God was also grieved (1 Samuel 15:11).

Have you noticed how many of the godly saints are going home? That is a sign of impending destruction. In the Ancient Book of Jasher (which is mentioned in the Bible in Joshua 10:13 and 2 Samuel 1:18), it is written, “And all who walked before the ways of Lord, died in those days, before the Lord brought the evil upon man, which he had declared, for this was from the Lord, that they should not see the evil which the Lord spoke of concerning the sons of men. But Noah found grace in the sight of the Lord...” (Jasher 4:20).

Don’t grieve when the Lord takes your elderly loved ones Home. I know how much we miss them; but we should be thankful that they being spared from seeing the terrible things that are coming, and, in fact, have already begun to happen all over the world—even in these last few years.

AMERICA IS NOT EXCLUDED AS OUR WORLD COMES UNDER GOD’S JUDGMENT:  

1. On December 24, 2004, an earthquake off the Muslim Island of Sumatra, Indonesia started a tsunami that took at least 226,000 lives in nations bordering the Indian Ocean, such as Malaysia, Thailand, India, Sri Lanka, the Maldives Islands. It was called the worst disaster in history. 

2. During August 28-29, 2005, Hurricane Katrina wiped out much of the city of New Orleans, taking an estimated 4081 lives. God spoke to me when this happened; He said, “This is the beginning of sorrows” (Matthew 24:8).

3. On May 12, 2008, a terrible earthquake in Sichuan Province, China, devastated a large area, and took at least 90,000 lives—many of them students in schools.

4. On January 27, 2009, Arkansas’ worst ice storm in history, tore through Northwest Arkansas, leaving our area like a battleground. Great trees were broken in half down the middle, by the ice. Over 100,000 homes were without power for weeks. Our blackout lasted only one week. God was good to us!

5. On January 12, 2010, a devastating earthquake flattened the city of Port Au Prince, Haiti, taking an estimated 300,000 lives. That superceded the tsunami in 2004.

6. On February 27-28, 2010, earthquakes near Santiago, Chile destroyed many buildings, and took 300 lives.

7.  On April 15, 2010, an earthquake in Northwest China, on the border of China and Tibet took 615 lives, and caused great suffering because of the cold weather. 

8. During the week of April 15, 2010, the volcanic eruption of Mount Eyjafjallajokoll, in Iceland, paralyzed much of the world’s air travel, which caused the Airline Industry to lose billions of dollars, and ruined much of the farmland of Iceland.

9. On April 5, 2010, the coal-mine disaster of West Virginia took 29 lives and left many widows and orphans.

10. On April 27, 2010,  the BP oil rig blew up in the Gulf of Mexico, killing 12 men, and destroying, not only the ecological environment, but the entire fishing industry of the people who live in the states along the coast. It may even reach The Keys as it continues to pour millions of barrels of oil into the sea!

11. That disaster was immediately followed with the flash flooding of the Cumberland River, and its tributaries, which specially effected Nashville, one of America’s “play-cities”—even the “Grand Ole Opry” has been flooded four stories high. People are still struggling to escape the flood waters. Many have lost their homes. The latest death toll is 31, six in Mississippi, and they are still finding  bodies.  

12. The tornadoes that have swept through America are too many to even try mention, leaving homes and places of livelihood in ruins, and taking many lives.

13. Plagues, and diseases, never known to man, are taking the lives of humans and animals, birds, and the honey bees.

None of these are man-made (as far a we know), though only God knows what evil man is capable of inventing now in his ability to control weather, manufacture germ and chemical warfare, etc.

GOD IS STILL ON THE THRONE!   But one thing I know! I know MAN CANNOT CONTROL GOD! I ALSO KNOW HE HOLDS THE WHOLE WIDE WORLD IN HIS HANDS! AND, THERE IS NOTHING TOO HARD FOR HIM!

I did not mention the man-made evils or wars, riots, the world-wide economical crisis, hunger, famine and the deadly terrorist attacks that are taking place in many parts of the world. I only mentioned things which I believe are Providential, which I believe are supernatural signs that are taking place to warn the world that God is closing the History Book of a dying dispensation, which is slowly coming to a painful end.
